         Tips 

• Positive Crankcase Ventilation- 
Many people thinks that if a PCV 
valve rattles when shaken that it is 
okay. Just because it rattles doesn't 
mean its calibrated spring is 
metering correctly. Cleaning a PCV 
valve will result in a clean PCV 
valve; not a new PCV valve. There 
is an amount of wear that will be 
experienced by the spring that 
cleaning cannot replace. Change 
your PCV every 12 months or 
12,000 miles. Clean and inspect the 
PCV hose for an air tight fit while 
you’re at it. Replace the hose if 
necessary.  

•  Cheap Oil Funnel - I was changing 
my oil one day and notice my funnel 
was missing in action. No problem I 
cut an oil bottle in two and used the 
top half. 

 

 
 
  

 



 

Conrad’s ’65 Sprint

It is my pleasure to give a brief history of the GEORGIA REBEL.  No I’m not talking 
about myself so continue reading.  The Georgia Rebel was the name I reserved in my 
mind the moment I saw the 1965 Falcon Sprint Hardtop…painted a dull battle-worn 
confederate gray and faded remnants of red showing through years of dust, grim, and 
fallen pecan leaves accumulating by years of storage in an open sided shelter. At the time 
it belonged to the second owner, Mr. Ashley smith of Forsyth, GA. 
 
To begin with the logical sequence of the story, the Falcon Sprint Hardtop was built on 
December 8, 1964 in Metuchen, NJ and shipped to Wilson Ford in Thomson., Georgia. It 
was purchased by the late Mr. W. A. Graves of Macon, GA on December 23, 1964.  
Thomson, GA., which ironically is located only 75 miles from where it resides today.  
Mr. Graves owned the Falcon for 10 years before selling it to a Mr. Ashley Smith of 
Forsyth, GA on June 12, 1975 but apparently Mr. Smith never titled the car while 
retaining ownership.  I received the original title signed by Mr. Graves with the car.  Mr. 
Smith kept and enjoyed the Falcon for 24 years.  It was Mr. Smith who applied multiple 
coats of a confederate gray looking paint on the Falcon with a paintbrush.  The paint 
protected the metal of Falcon much better than the original factory paint for those many 
years.   The real value of that protection was clearly established when I started restoring it 
in 2002. Once the old paint had been removed, the car showed no signs of any rust in the 
rear quarters, front fenders, floor pans, under doors, cowl area, etc.  There was one small 
area on the trunk lip itself where the rubber molding was worn away.   I left it to show 
everyone that the Falcon is not perfect. Ha!   Now back to where I left off earlier. 
 
 
 
 



 
 

In late summer of 1999 when Mr. 
Smith sold it to a close friend and 
who is now deceased, Mr. 
Thornton Sprayberry, former 
founder and owner of Specialty 
Power Windows of Forsyth, GA.  
Mr. Sprayberry acquired the 
falcon for his son with plans to tub 
the Falcon for dragging. 
Fortunately, the son was very 
WISE and wanted a CHEVY. To 
make this story shorter, I acquired 
the falcon for $1850.00 from Mr. 
Sprayberry in October 1999.  
 

 
What I did not know at the time that I purchased the falcon was how rust and damaged 
free the falcon frame, body and floor pans would be once the old   “rebel gray” paint was 
removed.  The falcon was original except  well worn  and as Ford Motor Co. had made it 
down to the dry, rotted bias-belted tire in the trunk.  It had 126K showing on the 
odometer for those 44 years in Central Georgia.. It was last tagged last in 1994. An old 
oil change sticker date 1993 showed 123,426 miles. If you would believe, all outside and 
interior trim was in place including the optional bucket seats with center console.  The 
Falcon came fairly well equipped with  factory options such as  power steering, AC, 
bucket seats, 289 cubic inch V8 2V engine,  3 speed Cruise-o-matic  transmission, 14” 
wire wheel, covers, AM radio, and the light group option which included a lighted ash 
tray, trunk, glove box, under-dash courtesy light, back-up lights, and door courtesy 
switches.  Dealer installed options included a dash clock and dual outside mirrors, etc. 
After having bought the Falcon I was most excited but unknowing ….,  
 

 
 
 



 
 
 

1. How collectible and much desired all styles of Falcons are by collectors, 
especially Sprint hardtops and convertible models.  Ford production numbers 
were 2806 and 300 respectively for the Sprint models in 1965.  

 
2. How widespread was their out-reach in seeking and acquiring of Falcons by the 

“Conyers Boys” that had been operating for years. Need I name names?  In fact, 
every falcon that I found and was for sale for over 2 years, while discussing price,   
the owners would often refer to a value “mentioned” by the falcon guy(s) up near 
Conyers. I often look very perplexed when told a price which I thought was rather 
“high” (thinking ...3K,4K  for a 40 year + old car.  Give me a break!)  To further 
support the effectiveness of their outreach, within 2 days of hauling the car and 
unloading the battle worn falcon at the Jefferson Ford Place, I received a call from 
the Service Manager saying that if I was interested in selling the Falcon, please 
call 770 - xxx-xxxx. Talk about a network and it still exists in 2007.  

 
3. How pleased I would be when the restoration was done and while driving the 

Sprint. “The “Georgia Rebel” was restored to its original condition with the 
exception of wheel and tires.  It is an original Sprint: Body Code 63D (Sprint, 
bucket seats) Paint Code K (Silver Smoke Gray, very rare) Interior Trim Code 85 
(vinyl, red) Engine Code C (289  Challenger 2V 200 hp) Build Date 08M

Number (27928) Transmission (6-Automatic C4), Axel Ratio (6 - 280:1)   Unit

The guy is much too old with all that silver hair to 
be any kind of a “rebel” especially a Georgia Rebel.  Enough said… 
Webster defines ‘rebel” as “to resist change or control. That’s me, plain and simple.  
Thank you for your time and I hope that this brought a little enjoyment to your day.

One of its most unique characteristic is the quantity and quality of the moonshine era cars 
that are on display around the courthouse and town – most of them 1940 Fords. Along 
with the moonshine still on display, these cars gleam with the pride of those days when 
moonshining was a way of life for families during the depression years and making a 
living was difficult.  These cars hauled many glass jars filled with the non-taxed liquid 
and the internal revenuers were out to catch them. Naturally, this presented a need for the 
haulers to run a little faster than the revenuers and, the talk from the drivers became more 
boastful as the months went by. Words became actions and the cars met at local dirt 
tracks to “put their money where their mouth was”.  This was racing at its best and was 
the beginning of NASCAR racing. 
 
On the streets of Dawsonville the fourth weekend of October, you are likely to see many 
of the “real” people in the above story – from moonshiners, to haulers, to racing legends 
of yesterday and of today, their cars, their families – the famous and the not-so-famous 
are out talking about the good old days. It is like a homecoming event for NASCAR 
legends. 
 
You don’t have to love racing to love the festival; there is a variety of activities for the 
entire family and every personality type. Music of all types, food cooked on-site, vendors 
with a special section for handmade arts and crafts, children’s activities, and much more.  
 
On Saturday, there will a car show at the City Municipal Complex.  Registration begins 
at 9:00 am and ends at 12:00 noon.

Ed’s ‘66 Sedan 

 

Last issue I mention that Ed Sanders will be swapping his 200 6 cylinder for a 351W in 
his ‘66 Falcon. With the help of Les and friends swinging wrenches the old engine is out 
and the new one is in. …and running!! 
 

   
   

 
Ed had to chase down few parts down to complete this swap but he is seeing the light at 
the end of the tunnel. The 1969 vintage V8 long block came from a pickup truck.  
The 8” rear end is from a Fairlane 
using the Fairlane shock plates. The 3 
speed manual transmission is from a 
Maverick. Ed found the much needed 
Z-bar on eBay to replace the old 6 
cylinder part. A new driveshaft was 
built. Ed spent a lot of afternoons 
cleaning and painting parts. 
 
 
I stopped by to see the progress on Saturday and offered to give a helping hand. It didn’t 
take long before Les had me under the car with a ratchet and socket taking the axle 
housing loose. We got that changed out and the next day we dropped in the engine. The 
next weekend we were off chasing more parts like plug wires and air filter. The four lug 
hubs were swapped out with a 5 lug 
and bigger brakes were added. More 
parts were bolted on and coolant was 
added to the new radiator while Les and 
Robert were bleeding the brakes. Now 
the time has come we were all waiting 
for. Ed turned the key only to learn he 
had a dead battery. Les pulled his 
battery out of his Econoline and a 
minute later the open exhaust was 
knocking the dust off the rafters and the 
smell of fresh paint burning filled the 
garage.
